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Year 6 children have been working with our partner school in Pakistan, the Islamabad School of 
Excellence, to study viruses with specific reference to Corona Virus/COVID 19 and the current 
pandemic as part of their science topic - micro-organisms. 

They have researched facts about the virus, making posters about how to stay safe from the it. 
They further looked at the impact of the virus both locally and internationally, comparing and 
contrasting experiences. Their posters have been shared with the children at Islamabad School of 
Excellence, Pakistan via video link/emails. They also used all their research to produce Power 
Points which have been shared.  
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The children in Pakistan have prepared Power Points to share with us, participated in role plays, 
made poster and banners and engaged in a range of activities including informing the local 
community about the importance of handwashing and making both masks and hand sanitiser.

What have you enjoyed about this activity? 

·  I have enjoyed meeting new people from a different country. 
·  I enjoyed watching the presentation they prepared. 
·  Talking and discussing things with other children. 
·  Collaborating with each other. 
·  Sharing ideas with other schools. 

 

What new ideas or information have you learnt from this activity? 

·  There is more than 1 type of Corona virus. 
·  Schools in Pakistan can’t get masks and hand sanitizer easily. 
·  I’ve learnt that the virus attacks your lungs. 
·  In Pakistan they have to make their own masks and sanitizer. 
·  I have learnt how Pakistan stayed safe and made their own masks and hand gel. 
·  I’ve learnt facts about Corona virus. 

 

What have you enjoyed least or had difficulty with? 

·  The connection between Pakistan and UK was not good and they kept breaking up as they 
were speaking. 

·  The audio was a bit cut off and they couldn’t hear us speaking. 
 

What would you like to change if you did this activity again? 

·  We could make our own masks and sanitizer just like them. 
·  Making and sharing our own posters was fun. 
·  I enjoyed it whilst learning a lot. 
·  If we did this activity again we could make our own things. 
·  We could try and make the connection better. 

 

Evaluations from teachers – a selection of response s 

What impact has this activity had on pupils involved? 

·  The children understand what impact pandemics (Covid 19) have on their lives and the 
people in Pakistan. 

·  They know how to keep themselves and others safe. 
·  Children understand about micro-organisms and the role they have played in the pandemic. 
·  Studying the pandemic has provided a real application for their scientific learning and 

knowledge. 

The impact this activity has had on you and staff involved. 

·  Sharing experiences and expertise was good as well as learning from each other. 
·  Re-established links with staff in Pakistan that we met on exchange visits. 

 



Impact on the school generally. 

·  Given opportunities for Year 6 children to share their learning with other year groups in 
school – how to stay safe. 

·  All the children have a better understanding of how to stay safe  
·  Experiential learning 
·  Excellence and enjoyment. 
·  Enhancing the science curriculum  - relevance. 
·  Children enjoyed participating in the collaborative part of the project and would like to do 

more. 

 

Suggestions for improvement. 

·  Most effective – children sharing their learning with each other. 
·  Least effective – technology at times was not working properly.
